In fact, they
were not intended to do so. Instead, they depict scenes from The Habbit, The Return of the King, or The
Fellowship of the Ring , necessitating complex explanatory notes for all of theillustrations, even the
endpapers. The result is not ablending of pictures and words or even a picture book version of a children's
poem, but astudy of Tolkien--overwhelming for any reader unfamiliar with his work. Although this book
pays tribute to him, it suffers from an excess of praise and loses its audience as aresult. Most children would
